Any Exhibitor showing anything not grown in their own allotment or garden
shall forfeit all claims to any prize. Any protest must be made to the Secretary
in writing before 5.00pm on the Show day, accompanied by a deposit of 15p,
such deposit being refunded should the protest be justifiable.

No exhibit to be removed before 4.30pm, but please clear them by 5.00pm.
Exhibitors must provide their own vases, plates, glasses etc.

The Committee hold it within their power to inspect the garden of any exhibitor
if necessary.

The judges' decision in all cases will be final.
Only one entry per Exhibitor in each Class.

All Cups and Trophies to be returned to the Secretary 3 weeks prior to the Show
cleaned.
